- Steel reinforcing material can also be usedto
help bond the concrete and provide better

It is recommended that the mix be poured so

 Floor safes are not waterproof. In damp
 situations the concrete should contain a
waterproofing agent such as “Silasec” or
- “Yurite” (available from hardware
stores).
